PADS Day Center Emergency Sleeping Room Services FY2010 Report

Within our Day Center we have the ability to sleep 14 people in four rooms.  The eligibility requirements to participate and maintain in our Emergency Sleeping Room (ESR) program are the following:
· McHenry County residency.

· Participation in a mental health assessment.

· Participation in an intake assessment.

· Medication compliance if appropriate.

· Active progress on an individual plan.

· Clear past history of violent behavior.

· Clear history of a sex offense.

· Clear exit plan. 

· Appropriate social behavior.
Our ESR program participants had a 54% successful transition rate to either the Rindal Transitional Home, a Pioneer Mental Health Group Home, Thresholds Group Home, HUD assisted apartment or another arrangement.  Six participants were discharged due to rule violations and four for lack of program progress. 
A total of 60 individuals received emergency shelter at the Day Center. The breakdown consisted of 18 female adults, 30 male adults, 6 female children and 6 male children filled our beds. 
Our goal for FY2011 is to increase the percent of successful transitions, increase the quality of life skill programming for these participants and continue our relationship with psychiatric facilities to transition their homeless patients to permanent housing.
